WHAT IS CONSERVATISM? THE FIRST THREE ANSWERS
SVETOSLAV MALINOV

This paper begins by acknowledging that the current state of scholarly debate is discouraging
to those seeking unity—or at least convergence—among the many definitions of conservatism.
We aim to contribute to explaining this situation by examining the three earliest attempts at a
comprehensive account of conservatism. We focus on three authors and three of their works,
written in different historical and national contexts: Hugh Cecil (Conservatism, 1912), Karl
Mannheim (Konservatismus, 1925), and Russell Kirk (The Conservative Mind: From Burke to
Eliot, 1953). Our comparative analysis shows that the development of research on conservatism
follows a deeply non-conservative logic, one that prevents the emergence of a stable tradition,
broadly accepted authorities, and observable continuity among them.
